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Once we arrive at the Museum Professor Bernd Loetsch, director of the Museum will welcome us.

Afterwards a tour of the museum will be offered including a visit to the dome of the Museum where
everybody can enjoy the magnificent surrounding view of Vienna.

The Museum of Natural History presents one of the major European natural history collections. The exhibits
are displayed in 39 galleries and a domed hall. The visitors can travel through our planet’s history, trough the
diversity of nature and back to the origins of our culture.

On the upper ground floor fascinating and precious collections of stones and minerals are displayed, rare
fossils and gigantic dinosaurs, as well as famous prehistoric works of art. One of the most famous
prehistoric works, 25.000 year old Venus of Willendorf can also be looked at. Other important exhibition
samples are the skeleton of a Diplodocus, the longest terrestrial vertebrate that has ever lived, a giant topaz
weighing 117 kg and the valuable bouquet of jewels which legendary Austrian Empress Maria Theresa made
as a present for her husband, Franz I.

On the first floor one can marvel at the overwhelming variety of species of the animal world, from protozoa to
the most highly developed mammals. Numerous stuffed animals of species either extinct or extremely
endangered make the collections truly irreplaceable.

After the tour we would like to invite you to a buffet style dinner at one of the Museum’s representation halls
located on the 2™ floor.

With typical sumptuous Viennese Food you can relax and enjoy the remaining part of the evening.
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
